What does it mean to be a friend of Jesus? (v.15)

It would seem according to v. 14 that the key to being a friend of
Jesus is on obedience to what he says.

In every case where the N.T. talks about a relationship with
Jesus Christ, that relationship is made by
obedience. C.f.Jn. 10:21; Jn. 8:31; 1 John 3:9; Mark 3:31

Five Characteristics of Friendship with Jesus

1. Jesus friends always love each other (vv. 12, 13, 14)

When we are obedient to Christ — our hearts are to be
of love. C.f. Romans 5:5; 1Jn.5:1

There is no such thing as loving God and Christ without loving
other believers who He has

We are to look at our brothers and sisters in Christ and see
them as He does — for their need.
C.f. John 13:34-35

Without the depth of Jesus love for us we would spend eternity
in hell. (v.13) He bore our in His body on the tree.

1 John 3:16-ff “By this we know love, that he laid down his life for us,
and we ought to lay down our lives for our brothers. But if anyone has
the world’s goods and sees his brother in need, yet closes his heart
against him, how does God'’s love abide in him? Little children, let us
not love in word or talk but in deed and in truth.”
